Street trees benefit a community in many ways.  The shelter given by trees provides greater energy savings and pollution reduction while the roots reduce storm water runoff.  Plus, trees beautify the environment and create a community identity.  But optimizing this resource requires a plan that includes an inventory of all trees in the community.
